Dear Aspiring Public Leader:

Thank you for applying to the Jacksonville Regional Political Leadership Institute.  

The non-partisan program’s mission is to identify and educate professionals in the region who are interested in exploring the possibility of one-day seeking public office and who believe business principles can address public challenges.  

The program focuses on campaign skills, public issues and leadership strategies.  There is no commitment required to run for office, merely consider the possibility of becoming a public leader in the future. 

The 12-month program will begin with a mandatory two-day Leadership School on May 13/114 at the Davis College of Business, Jacksonville University, (date to be announced prior to the application deadline), half-day quarterly meetings in September, November and January (dates to be announced in May) and seven monthly gatherings of about two hours each.   In addition, workshops and networking opportunities will be available. 

More than two absences from the quarterly/monthly gatherings may result in dismissal from the program. Upon successful completion of these activities, participants will “graduate” at the May 2012 School. 

Acceptance into the program does not guarantee a future candidate endorsement or support from program sponsors or anyone affiliated with the program.  
There is no cost to participate and no application fee. 

Please keep in mind that: 

· only about 25 applicants will be chosen by a selection committee; 
· selection committee members may interview some applicants; 

· this is a program for prospective public leaders and not for campaign workers or current or 
aspiring political consultants; 

· there is no commitment required to run for office;

· the committee will seek to choose the class it believes best represents the program’s mission; 

· the program cannot accept publicly-declared or filed candidates for office. 
Incomplete applications will not be accepted.  The annual class is scheduled to be announced by late April.
